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1. (b) From two Greek words meaning “to break images,” Iconoclasm was a serious controversy especially in the Eastern Church. Eventually, the Second Council of Nicaea stated that veneration given an image (a picture or a statue) was veneration given to that which it represents.

2. (d) Although the signet ring is placed on the finger of a new pope in a special ceremony, it is not subsequently worn. Rather, it is used only to seal papal documents. It is destroyed after the pope’s papacy ends so that it cannot be used to falsify documents in his name.

3. (c) Paul was not one of the Twelve, but he had such a powerful encounter with the Risen Jesus (see Acts 9:1-19) that he became a great missionary during the years of the early Church. 

4. (a) The word evangelion is Greek for “good news.” Jesus considered bringing good news about the Kingdom of God to be his main mission. He tells his followers to take the Gospel to every creature (Mark 16:15). 

5. (c) The Protestant Reformation is generally dated from 1517, when Martin Luther, an Augustinian monk, advanced his “Ninety-five Theses,” a series of statements charging abuses in the Church.

6. (a) Kyrie eleison is Greek for “Lord, have mercy.” It is the only Greek prayer in the Order of the Mass of the Latin Rite.

7. (d) Newman Centers are named in honor of the British writer and intellectual Cardinal John Henry Newman (1801-1890).

8. (b) For political and social reasons, Rome declined and Constantinople began to be seen as the “Rome of the East.”

9. (d) Although Joachim and Anne are not mentioned in the Scriptures, tradition is strong and the Church has assigned July 26 as their feast day.

10. (a) The Church teaches that the human writers of Scripture were true authors while, at the same time, being instruments of God, the original and divine Author.

11. (a) This quotation is found in Matthew (18:20) and is used to encourage prayer in common.

12. (c) Francis (1182-1226), founder of the Franciscans (OFM, Order of Friars Minor), was never named a Doctor of the Church. His feast day is October 4.

13. (a) This Greek translation from Alexandria, Egypt, received its name (from the Greek word for “seventy”) because of the tradition that there were 72 Jewish scholars translating it for the non-Hebrew-speaking Jews.

14. (c) Both John, the son of Zebedee, and Matthew, the tax collector, were Apostles and traditionally said to be writers of a Gospel. Luke, Paul, Barnabas, and Silas are not among the Twelve Apostles.

15. (d) The two are perhaps the most famous mystical writers in the Church. Teresa of Ávila (1515-1582) founded the Discalced Carmelites and was declared the first woman Doctor of the Church. Her feast day is October 15. John of the Cross (1542-1591) was a Carmelite and is a Doctor of the Church. His feast day is December 14.

16. (c) Pope John Paul II added the Luminous Mysteries to the rosary in 2002 to encourage meditation on key events in Jesus’ public life. The Agony in the Garden is one of the Sorrowful Mysteries.

17. (c) In 1582 the calendar of Pope Gregory XIII (thus the name “Gregorian”) replaced the Julian calendar (established by Julius Caesar), which was ten days behind solar time.

18. (d) We learn all these facts about Paul’s personal life from the Acts of the Apostles and from the letters he wrote to the churches he established after his conversion.

19. (a) Dominicans are credited with the spread of the rosary, though its gradual development as a prayer form predates St. Dominic (1170-1221).

20. (c) Advent (from the Latin word for “coming”) marks the four weeks before Christmas. It is a season of expectation and joy. During Advent, we prepare for the birthday celebration of Christ’s coming into the world (Christmas). But most of all, we look forward in hope to Christ’s coming again in glory to lead us to our Father in heaven.
