18. (a) Kerygma is a Greek word used in the New Testament to describe the first oral proclamation of the gospel by the Apostles (see Acts of the Apostles 2:14-41).

19. (b) The Easter Sequence is a chant, a type of liturgical poem that offers praise to Christ who is victorious over death. The Easter Sequence has its origins in the tenth century.

20. (d) Catholic missionaries first came to the New World accompanying Spanish explorers who settled in what is now the state of Florida around the year 1513.
