1. (c) Confirmandi is plural for the Latin word confirmandus, a candidate for Confirmation.

2. (d) The scrutinies are prayers of self-examination that are prayed for and with the catechumens during Lent.

3. (a) Faith, hope, and charity are known as the theological virtues because they come from God and lead to God.

4. (b) Leo XIII’s encyclical Rerum Novarum (On Capital and Labor) was issued in 1891 and addressed issues affecting laborers.

5. (c) Over the course of a three-week period, all 150 psalms are prayed in the Liturgy of the Hours.

6. (a) Yom Kippur is considered the most solemn of Jewish holidays.

7. (c) Canon Law n. 989 requires annual confession of grave sins for Catholics who have reached the age of reason.

8. (c) Saint Marcellin Champagnat, a French priest, founded the Marist Brothers in 1817 to bring the gospel to neglected young children. 

9. (a) The sacristy is also the place where the sacred vessels used for Mass are kept.

10. (b) The parish of St. Augustine in St. Augustine, Florida, was founded on September 8, 1565.
